determine if the structure can safely support an additional antenna without requiring
structural modifications.

B. CRIMINAL JUSTICE PLANNING -Submission of a Grant Application to the PA
Commission on Crime and Delinquency (PCCD) for County Intermediate
Punishment (CIP) Funds for the IP/RIP/DUI Court Program. The application is in the
amount of $296,782 in CIP funds for the period 7/1/2016 to 6/30/2018. These funds
will be received by the Centre County Drug and Alcohol Office and will be used to
support Intermediate Punishment Programs including the DUI Court, to fund
treatment services for offenders sentenced to Intermediate Punishment, and to
partially fund several positions crucial to the operation of Intermediate Punishment
Programs. As part of the application, the Drug and Alcohol Office estimates using
$43,744 in Medical Assistance funds for treatment services to IP eligible
offenders. The inclusion of these MA funds will bring the total project budget to
$340,526 for the two year period. There is no local county match required.
